Vatican rejects doctrine that justified colonisation

VATICAN CITY: The Vatican 
on Thursday responded to In-
digenous demands and formal-
ly repudiated the “Doctrine of  
Discovery,” the theories backed 
by 15th-century “papal bulls” 
that legitimised the colonial-
era seizure of  Native lands and 
form the basis of  some prop-
erty law today.

A Vatican statement said the 
papal bulls, or decrees, “did not 
adequately reflect the equal 
dignity and rights of  Indige-

nous peoples” and have never 
been considered expressions of  
the Catholic faith.

The statement, from the Vati-
can’s development and educa-
tion offices, marked a historic 
recognition of  the Vatican’s 
own complicity in colonial-era 
abuses committed by European 
kingdoms, and Indigenous 
leaders welcomed it. It contin-
ued to take some distance from 
any actual Vatican culpability, 
however, saying the papal docu-
ments had been “manipulated” 
for political purposes by colo-

nial powers “to justify immoral 
acts against Indigenous peo-
ples that were carried out, at 
times, without opposition from 
ecclesial authorities.”

It said it was right to “recog-
nise these errors,” acknowl-
edge the terrible effects of  colo-
nial-era assimilation policies 
on Indigenous peoples and ask 
for their forgiveness.

The statement was a re-
sponse to decades of  Indige-
nous demands for the Vatican 
to formally rescind the papal 
bulls that provided the Portu-

guese and Spanish kingdoms 
the religious backing to expand 
their territories in Africa and 
the Americas for the sake of  
spreading Christianity.

Those decrees underpin the 

“Doctrine of  Discovery,” a le-
gal concept coined in a 1823 US 
Supreme Court decision that 
has come to be understood as 
meaning that ownership and 
sovereignty over land passed to 
Europeans because they “dis-
covered” it.

It was cited as recently as a 
2005 Supreme Court decision 
involving the Oneida Indian 
Nation written by the late Jus-
tice Ruth Bader Ginsburg.

During Pope Francis’ 2022 
visit to Canada, where he apol-
ogised to Indigenous peoples 

for the residential school sys-
tem that forcibly removed Na-
tive children from their homes, 
he was met with demands for a 
formal repudiation of  the pa-
pal bulls. Two Indigenous wom-
en unfurled a banner at the al-
tar of  the National Shrine of  
Sainte-Anne-de-Beaupré on 
July 29 that read: “Rescind the 
Doctrine”. The protesters were 
escorted away and Mass pro-
ceeded normally though the 
women later marched the ban-
ner out of  the basilica and 
draped it on the railing.

Bank also reserves the Right to publish the name and photograph 

of Wilful Defaulters in News Paper and will initiate the necessary recovery 

action as per extant guidelines issued by Reserve Bank of India.
